‘An update on where we're at with the trim trail, front of the school development: 

· I am keen to extend our all-weather play space as during the winter months (when the grass is wet at the front of the school) our playground is very small for the number of pupils.

· We have had a quote from a company to lay artificial grass to the front of the school and put in a trim trail too. The quote comes in at approximately £14 000. 

· We have some sports premium money which can be used to contribute to this project. 

· The Anguish Education Trust (which we have only just found out about) provides grants to schools in certain areas and Corpusty is one of those areas. They wouldn't contribute to the grass but might contribute to the trim trail - which amounts to approximately £4000.
